Office Visits
Parents will be notified when a student receives an office referral. Final discretion will be Icft to campus
administrators in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct. Disciplinary consequences will be based
on number of office referrals during the school year and/or the severity of the student’s behavior. Such
consequences may include, but are not limited to: an apology and time-out in the office, In-School Suspension
(ISS), swats, or up to 3 days suspcnsion.

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Extreme Behavior will be considered as:

Fighting, stealing money or valuables, pbysical threats, inappropriate suggestions, weapons, computer misuse, alcohol, tobacco, drugs,
assault, vandalism, defiance and/or refusal to comply. On citizenship grades, these behaviors are equivalent to four behavior
infractions.

Corporal Punishment

Afier other appropriate means of discipline have been tricd and if it becomes necessary to administer corporal punishment
to a student, such punishment must be administered by the sehool principal, assistant principal, or teachcr. When corporal
punishment is administered, it shall be done in the presence of another professional staff membcer and shall take place in the
principal’s office. If you request your child not reecive corporal punishinent please notify the office in writing.

Guidelines

1. The student shall be told the reason corporal punishment is heing administered.

2. Corporal punishment shall be administered only by professional personnel in a
designated place out of view of other students.

3. The instrument to be used in administering corporal punishment shall be approved by
By the principal or a designee.

4. If corporal punishment is administered hy a teacher, the witness will be a
principal, assistant principal or athletic director.

5. If corporal punishment is administered hy a principal, assistant principal or
athletic director, the witness will be a professional employee.

Discipline

A high standard of acceptable behavior is essential in school. Politeness, cooperation, and respect are expected.
Cooper Elementary School has a school-wide discipline plan. This plan is printed in more detail on tbe
preceding pagces. The plan is also printed inside the student’s Monday Folder. This plan lets the student and
parent know what the rules for the classroom are and the conscquences for violating these rules. Appropriate
behavior is given recognition and is encouraged.

Computer Misuse

District resources have been invested in computer technology to broaden instruetion and 1o prepare students for an
increasingly cotnputerized socicty. Use of these resources is restricted to students working under a teacher’s supervision
and for approved purposes only. Students and parcnts will be asked to sign a user agrecment regarding appropriate usc of
these resources; violations of this agrecment may prompt termination of privileges and other disciplinary action,

Jurisdiction of the School

The District has jurisdiction over its students while on the school bus, at authorized school bus stops, on school property,
at school relatcd functions, or whilc cogaged in school-related activities, Misconduct during this time becomes a matter of
school discipline if the inlerest of the schoo! is involved. Policics and rcgulations of the district governing the discipline of
students apply to all school sponsored activities inside or outside the distnct.
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From Class — A teacher may remove any student from class for a senious class disruption or for repeated class
disruptions.

From Campus — A student may be removed from class and/or campus if there exists a compelling reason for
doing so. Reasons are detailed in the Cooper ISD Student Code of Conduct.

To An Alternative Education Program — Within the Student Code of Conduct, a student may be removed to an
alternative education program. These programs include:

In-School Suspension (ISS) — Structured time-out, class on campus
Cooper ISD Alternative School-Coop with another district

Dress Code
Any dress or grooming that disrupts, interferes with, disturbs, or distracts from school activities or which creates
a health or safety hazard 1s not appropriate.

Students are not permitted to wear:

Midnffs, strapless, or backiess tops
Shirts displaying inappropnate messages including pornographic ideas, obscene gestures/language, drugs or
alcohol, and advocating violence
Shorts of inappropriate length and fit (For the decision on appropriate length, a good standard is not more
than S5 inehes above the knee. Beyond this definition of standard appropriate length, decisions on
appropriateness of shorts length will be left to the administrators.)
Caps/hats in the building unless special permission is given. This will include all head wcar including
bandanas, toboggans, or hoods.
Sunshades (unless prescribed by a doctor)
Piercing other than ears
Suspenders dangling from the waist
Pants worn below the waistline. (Pants should cover underwear at all times.)
All students must wear shoes. School personnel will make final judgment about appropnate drcss.

Drug Free/Gun Free Zone

Cooper Elementary is a drug and gun free zone. Drugs or guns are not permitted within 1,000 feet of the school
property or a school aetivity. Violators will be prosecuted under federal statute.

Transportation

Free transportation is provided for students who live two or more miles from the school. Bus transportation is a
privilege —not a requirement. The purpose of bus transportation is to transport students to and from sehool safely.
Those students riding the bus to and from sehool are eonsidered under the jurisdiction of the sehool authorities
from the time they reaeh their bus stop in the morning until they are discharged from the bus in the afiemoon. The
same type conduct is expected of the students while they are riding the bus as would be expected of them while
they are in a classroom. The bus driver is eharged with the responsibility of maintaining order and proper eonduet
on the school bus. The driver must take the necessary steps to maintain the order on the bus just as the classroom
teacher would maintain the discipline in the classroom. The driver has the authority to assign seats and to install
any other riding procedure in order to maintain proper conduet of students on the bus.

Bus Rules
1) Follow all directions and procedures given by the bus driver or aide.
2) Stay in your seat. No yelling or loud talking.
3) Keep head, hands, and feet inside the bus at all times.
4) Do not throw objects inside the bus or out the windows of the bus.
5) Do not eat or drink on the bus.
6) No pushing, shoving or fighting at any time on thc bus.
Consequenees
1) The student handbook and the Code of Conduct apply to bus conduct/student behavior.

Pesticides

Cooper Elementary periodieally applies pesticides. An Integrated Pest Management (IPM) approaeh for
controlling insects, rodents, and weeds will bc used at Cooper ISD. The IPM approach we will be using
focuses on making the school buildings and grounds an unfavorable place for pests to live and breed. Through
maintenance and cleaning, we will rcduce or eliminate available food and water sources, and hiding places
for the pests. We will also routinely monitor the school area to detect pest problems and prcvent pests from
becoming estahlishcd. Some IPM techniques we will employ include monitoring, increased sanitation, sealing
entry points, physically removing the pest and modifying storage practices.

From time-to-time, it may be necessary to use chemicals to control a pest problem. Chemicals will only be
used when necessary, and will not he applicd routinely. When chemicals must he used, the school will use the
least toxic products. Access to treated areas will be securcd against unauthorized access for the period specified
on the pesticide lahel. Notices will be posted at application sites and will remain there until the posted safe re-

entry time is met.

Special Services Program

Special scrvices are available for students with the following conditions:

Orthopedic: a child with physical impairments caused by birth defccts and/or disease.

Health: a child with limited strength or alertness duc to a chronic or acute health problem.

Mental Retardation: a child with sub-avcrage gencral intellectual functioning and below age-level social behaviors.
Emotional Disturbance: a child whose emotional condition requires special provisions.

Learning Disability: a child of average intelligence with speeific problems in reading, language, spelling and/or math.
Speech: a ehild who mispronounces words, has delayed language, and/or other problems such as stuttering or poor voice

quality.
Deaf and Hearing-Impaired: a child with diagnosed hearing loss.
Blind and visually handicapped: a ehild with diagnosed vision loss.

The types of programs available for the students with these conditions includc the following classes:

Content Mastery: The student is given extra tutoring and reinforcement of skills in a learning lab setting.

Resource classes: The student altends this class for one, two or three periods a day.

Inclusion: The special services teacher assists in the regular classroom.

Speech therapy classes: The student attends for specific help with language or speech problems.

Integrated classes: The student spends part of the day in the special serviee classes and part in the rcgular classes. (Least

restrictive environment is the determining factor.)
Home bound: This program is available for any student who, upon a doctor’s recommendation, must be out of school for
at least four weeks. The student may start the program immediately with a statement from the physician specifying

that the student is expected to be out of school for four weeks or more.
Related services such as counseling, occupational therapy, and physical therapy are available to identified Special
Services students. Special testing to determine if a specific condition exists is available through the Special Services
Appraisal Department. Referrals for testing may be made by the elassroom teacher, other sehool personnel, the

parent, the doctor, and/or other community agencies.
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Procedures for Dropping Off and Picking Up Students
We will provide adult supervision in the momings beginning at 7:25 a.m. Please help us ensure that your child
will be adequately supervised by not arriving before that time and dropping off only in the suggested areas.

Head Start students transported by car must be dropped off at the awning beside the cafetenia and picked up in
front of the Head Start building. Hcad Start pargnts will begin picking up their children at 2:55 p.m. Please
enter on McKinney and then turn right on SW 4 . Head Start studenis will meet in the gym each morning.

K-4 students transported by car must be dropped off at the awning in front of the elementary (3rd grade building)
on SW 3rd. Please do not Ict them out of the car until you reach that area. In the aftcrnoons, students will be
releascd to you in the same area with the exccption of Kindergarten students. They need to be picked up at the
north entrance of the former high school building. The children will not be allowed to run to the cars or get in

a car that has not yet pulled up in the area of the awning. When picking up the 1st-4th students, we are asking
that you make 2 lincs since this is 2 one way street. Please remain in your cars. It is necessary for fire safety
that you do not leave your vehiele unattended for any reason. If you need to park and enter the building for
any reason, please park on the parking lot across from the old high schoot building.

Do not park behind the south portables. Please do not leave children unattended on the playground
areas.

5th grade students transported by car must be dropped off and picked up on the black top area. Please come
down Houston Street (the street behind the south portables) going west and the tum left (south) on SW4 . If
you continue down Houston Street, it will cause congestion with the buses.
Please notc: If older students have younger stblings in our school, we would like for the older child to meet in
the pick up area of the younger student.

Please remember that our teachers are on dismissal duty and have the responsibility

of getting students to their proper areas.
Therefore, teachers will not be available for conferences between 3:00 and 3:30.
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Title I Program

Cooper Elementary School offers Title I services for students who need additional reinforcement of academic
skills at the campus level. The Cooper Success Center {Learning Lab) is available for these services. Teacher
assistants are in the center all day in order to assist students with their lessons.

Title I Parent Involvement Policy

The Parent Involvement Policy will be developed, reviewed, and/or revised by the Campus Advisory
Team (Site Based Decision-Making Team) consisting of parents, school personnel, and a Title I
representative (principal or designee).

Parent representatives will also have input into the campus improvement plan which is revised annually.

An annual Title I meeting will be held each year to discuss the Title I School wide program and the
parents’ right to be involved. Meeting times will be offered during the day and at night in order to
provide each parent the opportunity to attend. Special provisions will be made for parents with limited
English proficieney or with disahilities.

Parent training and informational sessions will be provided during the year to help parents work with
their children at home to improve achievement. Brochures and newsletters will be sent to parents in
Monday Folders to inform them of topics, dates and times.

Parents will be involved in the school plan, Title I Part A programs, and the parental involvement policy
through the Campus Improvement Team, surveys, teacher/parent conferences and meetings.

Parents will be provided information on the following:

Title I Part A

School performance and student’s individual assessments.

Forms of assessment used to measure student progress.

School curriculum.

Proficiency levels students arc expected to meet.

Timely responses to their suggestions or concerns through meetings, parent/teacher
conferences, newsletters, surveys, Title I meetings and Campus Improvement Team meetings.

Parents will have the oppertunity to participate in surveys and evaluation to determine the effcctiveness
of the parent involvement program. Results of the evaluation will be used by the Campus Improvement
Team committee in designing strategics for school improvement and revision of the parent involvement
policy (if necessary).

The Title I coordinator (elementary principal) and the administrative assistant will provide the
coordination and technical assistance nceded to support Cooper Elementary School in planning and
implementing parent involvement.

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Gifted Education

Cooper ISD provides a comprehensive program for gifted and talented students in grades K-12. Students may
be nominated for the program at any time by teaehers, counselors, parents or other interested persons by sending
a written letter to the distriet coordinator. Parental permission will be obtained before any ndividual student
assessment for the program oeeurs. Student assessment measures are collected from multiple sources as described
in the Texas State Plan for the Edueation of Gifted/Talented Students. These measures inelude both objective and
subjective measures in the areas of achievement, intelligence, and behavioral charactenstics. Student scores on
these measures are recorded on a matrix by a committee trained in the nature and needs of gifted students.

An array of learning opportunities is offered in school and when possible out of school for gifted and talented
students to accelerate in areas of strength. These opportunities include instructional pattemns that enable identified
students to work together as a group and independently in a continuum of learning expenences that lead to
advanced level products and performances.

Written policies and further information for the Cooper ISD Gifted and Talented program are available in the
principal’s office.

At any time, a parent is entitled to request an evaluation for special edueation services. Within a reasonable
amount of time, the District must decide if the evaluation is needed. If evaluation is needed, the parent will
be notified and asked to provide consent for the evaluation. The Distriet must complete the evaluation and the
report within 60 calendar days of the date the District receives the written consent. The District must give a
copy of the report to the parent.

If the District determines that the evaluation is not needed, the District will provide the parent with a written
notice that explains why the child will not be evaluated. This written notice will include a statement that informs
the parent of their rights if they disagree with the District. Additionally, the notice must inform the parent how
to obtain a copy of the Norice of Procedural Safeguards — Rights of Parenis of Students with Disabilities.
